4) PUBLIC HEARING ON AN ORDINANCE ALLOWING AN ORDERLY PROCEDURE FOR
THE ADJUSTMENT OF EXCESSIVE WATER BILLS CAUSED BY LEAKAGE

President Kelso explained this public hearing was for the proposed water leak adjustment ordinance.
Town Superintendent Bush advised that the ordinance had been modified by Town Attorney Roberts.

Councilmember Cassiday asked what the net effect of the ordinance will give a customer. Town
Superintendent Bush reported that a customer will save seventy percent on a water leak with this
adjustment ordinance. Vice-President Kirlin asked about being within the state mandates, and Town
Superintendent Bush advised that he did not hear back on this from Town Attorney Roberts.
Discussion.

Councilmember Omberg made a motion to have the first reading of Ordinance 2008-03 by title only.
Councilmember Cassiday seconded the motion. President Kelso asked if anyone in the audience had
questions or comments about the ordinance. One audience member asked who fixes the leaks.
President Kelso explained that if a customer has a leak on their side of the meter, the customer will
have it fixed and then apply for an adjustment to their bill for the leak. A customer will be eligible for
up to two credits in a two year period of time. One audience member noted that there was a water leak
on McGee Road and another audience member commented that there is a leak on Coffey Hill, and
President Kelso directed Town Superintendent Bush to investigate the suspicious water leaks. No other
comments from the audience were expressed.

All Councilmembers were unanimously in favor of the motion. President Kelso read Ordinance
2008-03 by title only. The Ordinance will be addressed at the next Council meeting.
