8) TOWN MARSHAL - JACK DORSETT

¢ Council Inquiries
Town Marshal Dorsett presented his department’s activity report from February and also a directive
that he sent to the officers referencing the Police Department fuel budget. Vice-President Kirlin
commented that he has read the directive and likes it. Town Marshal Dorsett explained that due to the
high gas prices, he has limited the amount of miles to be driven per shift to fifty miles and the officers
are not to use their police vehicles for off-duty driving.

Vice-President Kirlin asked Town Marshal Dorsett what the policy is on out of town assistance for the
county. Town Marshal Dorsett explained that officers will answer emergency calls within the county to
back up the Sheriff’s department and that if the Sheriff’s department asks for back up it is usually for a
serious issue, such as a life and death situation. He has stopped his department from going out of the
town limits to attend to car and deer accidents as well as minor fender bender accidents.
